3.
HAZARDS IDENTIFICATION

Storage

Observe the label precautions.  Store between 5 & 30 C in a dry well ventilated place away from sources of heat, ignition and direct sunlight.  No smoking.  The principles contained in the HSE’s guidance note Storage of Packaged Dangerous substances should be observed when storing this product.
